What is a Dependent Day Care Flexible Spending Account? 

A Dependent Day Care Flexible Spending Account (DCFSA) allows you to set aside money 
from your paycheck pretax to pay child day care expenses and, in some cases, elder care 
expenses. When you pay less in taxes, you have more money in your pocket. Most people 
save at least 30 percent on each dollar set aside pretax.
